6. Applications must include a current transcript (i.e. most recent semester).

7. Minimum current average of 70%.

Will be based upon Applicant’s showing a contribution to curling in his/her region or
provincially. This may be shown by volunteering his/her time and efforts at curling
related functions and activities (ie. fund-raisers, league and bonspiel organizations,
coaching, officiating).
